How to get to Havering Town Hall

By train
Romford Station is on the main line from London Liverpool Street. Trains call at roughly ten minute intervals.

Leaving the station, you can either take the bus from the adjoining bus station or walk to the Town Hall (a 10-15 minute walk).

To walk, go left leaving the station and walk along South Street, past the shops until you reach a crossroads with a pub, the Golden Lion, to the left and two banks (Co-op and Lloyds TSB to the right). Turn right into the Market Place and head for the new building with clocktower at the far end.

When you reach that building, head into the subway and follow the signs to the Town Hall.

By car
Romford is just inside the M25. Head for the junction with the A12 and follow the signs for Romford Town Centre.

As you approach the town centre you will first pass a large park either side of the road, then successively, the Police Station and Magistrates’ Court on the right. Approaching a roundabout, you will see an ASDA superstore on your left. Go right round the roundabout to return from whence you have come and you will see the entrance to the Town Hall as you come off the roundabout.

There is limited “pay and display” car parking at the Town Hall. Other car parks are available in the area – as shown on the map below.
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
