Condition 4 sates "That the flat part of the roof hereby permitted shall not be used as a 
balcony or sitting out area."

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5. THE FOLLOWING ACTIVITIES ARE TO CEASE TO SECURE COMPLIANCE WITH 
THE CONDITIONS 

Within 21 days from the date of service of this notice: 
1. Cease the use of the single storey rear extension as a balcony; and 
2. Remove all stored items including structures from the roof of the single storey 

rear extension; and 
3. Remove all debris from the site as result of taking step 2 above.
