The Enforcement Notice is now varied by:-
(a) replacing “6 months” in paragraphs 5 (iv) and 5 (v) with “14 months”.

The Enforcement Notice took effect on 22™ October 2012 (being the date by
which appeal against it was made and which has now been withdrawn).
Accordingly the effect of the relaxation described above is to extend the
period allowed for compliance with paragraphs 5 (iv) and 5 (v) of the

Enforcement Notice until 215 December 2013.
