THIS IS A FORMAL NOTICE which is issued by the Council because it appears
to the Council that there has been a breach of planning control, under Section
171A(1)(a) of the above Act, at the land described below. They consider that it is
expedient to issue this Notice, having regard to the provisions of the development
plan and to other material planning considerations.

THE LAND AFFECTED

The land known as 160 - 162 BALGORES LANE (Kervan Kitchen), ROMFORD
RM2 6BS, shown edged in black on the attached plan and is registered under
Land Registry Title Numbers EGL481038 (Leasehold), EGL26955 (Freehold)
NGL34669 (Freehold) and BGL89352 (Leasehold).

THE BREACH OF PLANNING CONTROL ALLEGED

Without planning permission, operational development in the form of the
installation of a decking area to create a sitting area to the front of the restaurant
facing the highway of Balgores Lane.

REASONS FOR ISSUING THIS NOTICE

It appears to the Council that the above breach of planning control has occurred
within the last four years and that steps should be taken to remedy the breach by
Section 173 4(a) or to remedy any injury to amenity which has been caused by
the breach.

It is considered that the additional external seating area by reason of its siting
and size has brought about significant levels of activity from inside to outside the
premises and has encouraged people to congregate outside, which has
exacerbated the existing impacts of the premises, particularly with respect to
levels of noise, disturbance and anti-social behaviour and has intensified the use
of the site, which is materially harmful to the amenity of adjacent occupiers
contrary to Policy 14 of the Havering Local Plan 2016 — 2031.



3) The Council does not consider that planning permission should be granted for the
development because conditions attached to any consent would not overcome
these problems and because permission has already been refused under
application P0944.18 and dismissed on appeal reference
APP/B5480/W/19/3222253.

5. WHAT YOU ARE REQUIRED TO DO

i. Remove the unauthorised decking to the front facing Balgores Lane and remove
all tables and chairs on the forecourt of the property;

AND

i. Remove all debris, rubbish or other materials accumulated as a result of taking
step (i) above.

6. TIME FOR COMPLIANCE

ONE MONTH after the date when this Notice takes effect.
7. WHEN THIS NOTICE TAKES EFFECT

This Notice takes effect on 13t May 2022 unless an appeal is made against it
beforehand

GROUNDS OF APPEAL

The grounds of appeal are set out in Section 174 of the Town and Country Planning Act
1990 (as amended) you may appeal on one or more of the following grounds:

(@) that, in respect of any breach of planning control which may be constituted
by the matters stated in the Notice, planning permission ought to be
granted, as the case may be, the condition or limitation concerned ought to
be discharged;

(b)  that those matters have not occurred;

(c) that those matters (if they occurred) do not constitute a breach of planning
control;

(d)  that, at the date when the notice was issued, no enforcement action could
be taken in respect of any breach of planning control which may be
constituted by those matters;

(e) that copies of the Enforcement Notice were not served as required by
section 172;

(f) that steps required by the notice to be taken, or the activities required by
the notice to cease, exceed what is necessary to remedy any breach of
planning control which may be constituted by those matters or, as the case
may be, to remedy any injury to amenity which has been caused by any
such breach;

(g) that any period specified in the notice in accordance with section 173(9)
falls short of what should reasonably be allowed.

briefly the facts on which you propose to rely, in support of each of those grounds.
