NB. The London Fire Brigade (LFB) report no call outs for fires at Arnolds Field during June 2023 as shown
below in the LFB screenshot of the incident database. This shows that there have not been any incidents at
Launders Lane.
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The data shows levels of particulates (PMas5) and NO; in residential areas adjacent to Arnolds Field

In summary, levels of these two pollutants:
e displayed the same trends over time as seen in areas further away

e were similar to if not lower than that in areas further away

e PM;;s levels were consistently ‘low’ when compared to the short-term thresholds (daily mean) set in
the UK Government’s ‘Daily Air Quality Index’ (DAQI).

e NO:levels were consistently ‘low’ when compared to the short term thresholds (hourly mean) set in
the UK Government’s ‘Daily Air Quality Index’ (DAQI).
